Code of Good Practice

A.Code of Conduct for Managers (and Coaches)

1. Managers shall emphasise that football is a game for enjoyment and fun.

2. Managers shall hold the well-being and safety of each player foremost in their minds ahead of other considerations.

3. Managers shall ensure that the activities they direct or advocate are appropriate for the age, maturity, experience and ability of players.

4. Managers shall always encourage team members to play by the rules and be competitive, consistent with fair play.

5. Managers shall set an example by being friendly towards the opposition.

6. Managers shall avoid shouting at a player for making a mistake and never sneer or use sarcasm.

7. Managers shall encourage and guide players to accept responsibility for their own behaviour and performance.

8. Managers shall control their tempers and the words that they use.

9. Managers shall set a positive example by being a good sport, shall recognise and applaud good football even if it comes from the opposition.

10. Managers shall respect the Match Official’s decision.

11. Managers shall discourage the use of foul, abusive or racist language.

12. Managers should always try to relax and enjoy the game.

B.Code of Conduct for Players

1. Players shall play for fun (not just to please their parents or manager).

2. Players shall always play by the rules of the game and must not cheat.

3. Players shall not argue with the match official (the decision will not be changed).

4. Players shall control their tempers and the words that they use.

5. Players shall, not use foul, abusive or racist language.

6. Players shall never give up (the game is not won or lost until the final whistle).

7. Players shall avoid being selfish and shall co-operate with their team, the referee and the opposition.

8. Players shall always act fairly and be a good sport.

9. At the end of the game, players shall always thank the referee, and the opponents.

C. Code of Conduct for Parents ,Guardians or friends when spectating

Parents , Guardians or friends shall:

1. Agree and adhere to the Club Code of Conduct (copy available on request).

2. Never force a child to play football.

3. Remember children play football for their enjoyment and not the spectators.

4. Encourage the children to play by the rules but avoid coaching from the touchline.

5. Teach children that winning is not everything, playing as well you can is equally as important.

6. Never shout at a child for making a mistake.

7. Always be positive and encouraging to all children, not just their own or the more talented.

8. Stay off the pitch and stand back from the touchline and do not stand behind the goals where you may inadvertently distract the goalkeeper.

9. Not engage in verbal abuse and shall always respect the referees decision.

10. Applaud good football, including the oppositions

11. Shall try and relax and enjoy the game.

12. Take responsibility for the welfare of children whilst in their care travelling to and from training sessions or match locations.

13. Be aware that whilst the coaches and managers will use their best endeavours to safeguard the child’s welfare during the busy handover periods, before or after any activity, the ultimate responsibility remains with the parent.
